Incoming:
· Costs for accommodation in Hamburg for a maximum of 7 days and a maximum of 130,00€ per night

Generally, maximum funding for collaboration with partners inside Europe is 3500 € and for partners outside of Europe 7000 €. Funding can generally be requested for up to three researchers or staff for a partner visit or visit to Hamburg.
